They are contracted and funded 
through CalFire and private donations.  The VRFSC is a 501c3 non-profit organization whose goal 
is to ensure that our local communities are fire resilient, safe, and prepared to withstand the threat 
of wildfire.  To this end, for homes in high-risk areas (that’s us), they will conduct free wildfire risk 
assessments, primarily focused on Zone 0, the first 5-foot perimeter around your home.  They will 
discuss their findings with you and also send you a written report.  It’s for your information and 
there’s no requirement to follow their recommendations.
